And, with several
configuration options, including fan and side
lights, you can create a seamless heritage
desthetic across a wide range of door opening
sizes and uses, from single doors to French doors

with multiple fan lights.

The Heritage door has been crafted to match
the 58BW HI window range. Its shared profiles,
beads, and ancillaries offer new falbricators a full
heritage range of windows and doors with less
stock-holding and simple fabrication. Existing
fabricators who are already making our 58BW
range can start producing the Heritage door with

the ease and speed they're familiar with.

For homeowners, the slim steel-look form doesn't
sacrifice function. Slim sightlines of just 51.7mm
combine the striking geometric design with
maximum light transmission, elegantly framing
outside space. All complemented by market-
leading U-Values of 1.4 w/m?K making it fully
compliant with Part L Building Regulations for

refurbishment projects.
